From RI – PolioPlus Update 
Since 1985, when Rotary launched PolioPlus, the volunteer arm of the global 

partnership to eradicate polio, the number of polio-endemic countries has 

declined from 125 to 4 -- Afghanistan, India, Nigeria and Pakistan -- and the 

number of new polio cases each year has been reduced from 350,000 to 2,000.  

 

Security problems, political instability, and poor infrastructure and sanitation 

continue to pose challenges to eradicating the disease.  But political negotiations 

and new technology have helped Rotarians rise to meet these challenges. In 

Pakistan, medical teams send text messages to people in remote villages to 

notify them of upcoming NIDs. In Afghanistan, Days of Tranquility have been 

declared so vaccine can be delivered at less of a risk to health workers and 

recipients.
