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·  In the House of Friendship at the 9780 District Conference to be held on the 13th to the 15th March, the DRPC will 
display the projects it has been involved in to date.   A motivational DVD, “A Step Ahead” will be handed out over the 
weekend. (The DVD produced by the State Government has stories of Victorian farming families committed to their 
industry who have tackled the current challenges and opportunities with optimism) 

·  A Rural Education Camp was proposed with possible assistance from the Marcus Oldham College. The Marcus

General Discussions & Guest Presentations 
·  Tony McEwan from the Uniting Church Ministry spoke on the Family Holiday Camp program based in Horsham. 

Promotion of the program could be through Rotary clubs identifying needy candidates and referring them on to the 
Uniting Church.  Alternatively the Uniting Church c ould refer possible candidates to the DRPC where the Rotary 
program better suited the people concerned. 

·  Mark Remnant a drought officer from Buloke Shire passed on the Council’s commendation and gratitude to the 
DRPC and Rotary for the work that was being done. Mark outlined initiatives that Council was undertaking in their 
area, which included: 

o  Visiting farms and encouraging farmers to network 
o  Assisting with farm practices 
o Managing programs in conjuction with the CFA 
o Using CFA network locations, known as the ‘Fire Shed Group’ for informal discussion evenings.  
o Assisting farmers in determining the viability of their properties. 

If a decision to stay on the farm is made, to provide business support to move forward. 
o Council is working through the Uniting Church in relation to suicides.  
o Mark noted that the Federal Government has continued the Exceptional Circumstances Assistance for 

the next 12 months and that banks have indicated their support for next year’s crop.

·  Sue McLean & Lesley Cox from the Charlton Rotary Club gave an insight into how drought was affecting the 
farming community: 

o Where farmers had been unable to make repayments to the banks, they were forced to sell off assets, e.g. the 
‘bottom paddock’. This further reduced the farmers viability and with the drought conditions forced to sell at a 
considerably lower price.  In addition it was difficult to sell property as neighbouring farmers were often in a similar 
situation.  

o Critical businesses were also being forced to sell up or close down. 
o Bill Freeman, President of Charlton Rotary Club was to organise delivery of the video  ‘ A Step Ahead’ to 

farmers 
 
President of the DRPC Barry Hughes thanked the members and the committee for their attendance at the meeting 
and President of the Charlton Rotary Club - Bill Freeman for organising the meeting.
