FLUORESCENT TUBE RECYCLING PROJECT 
 

Fluorescent tubes (conventional and compact) contain mercury, a valuable but 
very toxic heavy metal. Mercury is the most toxic pollutant, after radioactive 
substances, on the Environmental Protection Authority’s list of industrial 
pollutants.  

 
Over 10,000 tonnes of mercury contaminated waste is contained in landfills 
across Australia every year. 

 
Rotary Pilot Program 
The aim of the program is to set up a process so as many people as possible in 
Rotary District 9780 will have access to convenient, safe and cost-free disposal 
of their used fluorescent tubes/globes, which are then recycled.  

 
Rotary has established collection points across their District. Members of the 
public can bring their used tubes/globes to these collection points where they 
are boxed, the filled boxes are collected by Rotarians and 
transported to a central collection point where they will be stockpiled for 
transport to the recycling facility.
